Back to School Sales Tax
Holiday Weekend

By state law, the sales tax holiday begins on the first Friday
in August and continues through the following Sunday. In
2013, the three-day holiday begins at 12:01 a.m. on Friday,
Aug. 2, and runs through Sunday, Aug, 4. Certain back-to-
school purchases, such as clothing, school supplies, com-
puters, and other items as defined by the statute, are exempt
from sales tax for this time period only.

You can help
prevent crime by being alert to strangers on property
and questionable behavior. To keep the cooperative
safe for all of us, report your concerns.

You should also report it (in writing) to the River Park
Office. As a reminder Absolutely NO FORM OF
WEAPONS of any kind are allowed on River Park
Property.
